You will be asked to provide contact information about the three recommenders. Then a

required recommendation information and upload it to the Grad Rebel Gateway via the “Start
your recommendation” link in the email. The recommendation information includes a rating
scale followed by a letter of reference typed directly into the (expanding) box provided
electronically.
